2. The UK will be responsible for writing the interim report, contributing to the final report and the analyzing the data from the partners’ project meetings and organizing the second project meeting in  Milestone school, Kent.
3. Italy will be responsible for designing the questionnaires on non-verbal communication to get the feedback from the students, staff and host partners after mobilities and send the questionnaires to the partners for consultation before official use. 20 questions will be in the questionnaire.
4. Austria will be responsible for the collection of all the pp. presentations of non-verbal communication and selecting the best examples for the final product, collecting all the photos and albums and drawings by students of partner countries and organizing the exhibition of the project products in the last meeting in Austria.

5. Portugal :responsible for writing sentences or phrases to give meaning to some specific body languages, gestures and facial expressions and finding out about games to illustrate non-verbal communication.
